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Dallas Blow Out Regatta

March 12 & 13, 2005

These Sailing Instructions are designed to comply with

ISAF - Racing Rules of Sailing, Appendix J–Notice of Race And Sailing Instructions

1. Races are governed by the current International Sailing Federation (ISAF) Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) as modified by Appendix E, the prescriptions of US Sailing when they apply, the rules of the International One Metre Class, these Sailing Instructions and any amendments to these Sailing Instructions. 

2. The Notice of Race including the Racing Schedule is considered part of these Sailing Instructions. 

3. The courses, as well as the starting and finishing lines, shall be selected and set by the Race Director (RD).


4. The AMYA two minute starting tape or a copy will be used to signal the starting sequence.  Boats not in the water and free sailing prior to the beginning of the one-minute sequence must be held until after the start of that race.

5. There are 40 races scheduled for the event, 10 of which must be completed to constitute an event.

6. The Heat Management Racing System 2002 will be used in the event 16 or more skippers are entered.  Upon the 16th competitor, the field will be broken into two parts and each race will be constituted by two heats. While in a HMS format, the demotion-promotion number will be four.  Should the participant level drop during the regatta, the RD has the authority to revert to a non-heat format. Copies of the HMS System description are available to registered skippers and on-line at the ISAF-RSD site

7. The RD may call for a "Hold" in the racing and during this "Hold", competitors may make any adjustments or rig changes. Prior to the preparatory signal for his/her race/heat, a competitor who sailed in the race/heat prior to this race/heat may request the Race Director to delay the starting sequence for 5 minutes for the repair of a technical problem or breakdown. A hold for only sail adjustments will not be granted.  A competitor may be granted only one such 5 minute "Hold" per day. Once a hold has been called, the full 5 minutes will be used for the hold unless all competitors agree to shortening the time of the hold.

8. The Low Point Scoring System (RRS A4.1) will apply with the following exceptions:
 

a) The cumulative score will be adjusted with throwouts based on the HMS guidelines. 
b) In Appendix A, ‘event’ is substituted for the word ‘series’.

9. All racing rules regarding Sportsmanship are applicable.  The RD will have the authority to monitor the conduct of the competitors during the regatta and if he/she so directs, offensive behavior will be grounds for scoring the competitor as DNF for a heat, or to disqualify the competitor from the regatta.  No appeal will be allowed on these decisions by the RD. 

10. Within the context of RRS E.1.1, the regatta is an "event".

11. RRS E 4.1a) is modified to permit a competitor to give advice or give assistance to another competitor but not while either one is actually competing. 

12. Protests should be minimized by compliance with E.4.4 (360 degree penalty turn).  

13. Protest notification shall be in accordance with E5.2

Skippers involved in a protest will be granted up to 5 minutes immediately after their race (or heat) to record relevant facts.  Protest forms will not be made available - any appropriate paper will suffice.

If sailing HMS heats, any protests that may impact promotion-demotion will be decided after the heat is completed. Decisions made by the protest jury are final with no right of appeal

Likewise, any requests for redress will be addressed at the end of the heat in question if a decision may impact promotion or demotion, or after the day's racing if the event is not using heats. 

14. Sailing Instructions may be amended by the race committee orally or in writing.  Oral changes to the Sailing Instructions shall be consistent with the RRS 86 (Instructions shall not alter Definitions, Parts 1, 2, 7, etc.). Written changes to the Sailing Instructions will be posted at the Clubhouse as needed.  RRS 88.2 c is modified in that oral changes may be given to competitors provided that all competitors affected are notified.

15. The RD may, at his/her discretion, may impose a time limit for a race, and such a time limit will be announced prior to the race. The time limit for the completion of each race (or heat) shall be 10 minutes after the finish of the first boat. If a boat has finished, all boats that have not finished after the time limit expires shall be recorded as finishing in the their relative position to the finish line.  If one heat is cancelled because of a time limit, then the other heats in that race are also cancelled. 

16. To keep the regatta moving in light air, but before the time limit has expired, the RD may ask the competitors still on the water if they will accept a score based on their relative positions on the course.  When a single boat remains on the course, it may be scored as last place if it started properly and the time limit has not expired.

17. Transmitters shall comply with current Federal Communications Commission (FCC) regulations for radio controlled surface craft. 

18. Competitors may not protest other competitors for ERS infractions.  Only the race committee may bring protests of this nature.  Competitors should bring any complaints regarding these infractions to the attention of the race committee who will determine how to proceed.

19. Competitors may not protest regarding Appendix E 6, Identification on Sails.  Only the race committee may bring protests of this nature.  Competitors should bring any complaints regarding these infractions to the attention of the race committee who will determine how to proceed.
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
